EMERGENCY/COOP/INCIDENT CHECKLIST

The following checklist is provided as a template of items that Families may need to address prior to any emergency/COOP/incident response deployment:

 General/Special Power of Attorney - Is there a current one in place? Check for an expiration date.  If it is expired, you will need a new one. 

 Power of Attorney for care of children - Do you have a Power of Attorney in place for the care of minor children? 

 Ensure Wills are up to date -  Check your Wills to make sure no major changes have occurred that require a new one.  If a new Will is required, make sure the previous Will is destroyed once a new Will is completed, signed, and witnessed. 

 Designation of a legal guardian for children - If you have minor children and your spouse is deployed it is a good idea to have an official document that designates a third party as legal guardian of your children in case an emergency arises where you are unable to care for your children. 

 Safely store important documents - A fire-proof safe is a good thing to have for storage of important documents such as birth certificates, marriage certificate, Wills, POAs etc.

 Check smoke detectors - Test smoke detectors to ensure they work properly.  Change the batteries if required. 

 Check all emergency equipment - This could include checking vehicles to ensure spare tires and jacks are in working order or checking hurricane kits and any other emergency kits in the household that may need replacement or replenishment. 

 Ensure appliances are in good order - Check electrical cords, gas valves, water valves etc. 

 Ensure all autos are in good repair - This could include having the oil changed or the breaks checked and checking all tires on vehicles. 

 Check all insurance coverage -  Make sure all family members are enrolled in insurance.  Ensure you have proper auto insurance and property insurance and that each is up to date.
