Re:
Acquisition Cut Off Dates

As has been the case in the past, EASC Acquisition Management Division (AMD) posted cutoff dates for receipt of fiscal year procurement requests which can be found on our website, http://www.easc.noaa.gov/acq_mgmt_v2.htm.  These dates should also be used as a guide for the submission of FY04 procurement requests for new or continued services with a start date of October 1, 2003.   

In keeping with long-standing EASC policy, all requisitions will be accepted for processing, no matter when they are received.  However, procurement requests received after the established cutoff dates will be handled on a "best effort" basis.  We cannot guarantee late procurement requests will be obligated by September 30, 2003. As you are aware NOAA no longer has no-year funds except in a very few discrete cases.  It has been brought to my attention by the Chief Financial Officer (CFO) that Congress is not going to easily permit carryovers without some valid justifications.  If for some reason there are planned acquisitions that have not been received by now or have come in beyond the expected date, the CFO has asked that they be elevated to her level.

Please review any Procurement Plans previously submitted to this office and advise your servicing Branch Chief/Contracting Officer as to any additions to the plan (contract actions in excess of $100,000, inclusive of options) which may require processing in the 4th quarter of the fiscal year.
You are urged to submit any FY03 requisitions to us as quickly as possible to avoid the possible loss of FY03 funding.  If you have any questions regarding these cutoff dates or if there is any way we can assist you in planning future procurement actions, please feel free to contact our office. 
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
